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01. For Exchange Students eligible through their institutional Student Exchange Agreement to register for
classesinour  [Japanese Experience Program in Kyoto (JEP Kyoto)] , there are two courses of study. The

[JEP-J] study course focuses on Japanese language study and offers special lectures and electives,
taught mainly in Japanese, covering various aspects of Japanese culture and society. The [JEP-E] study
course is designed for Exchange Students who do not have a background in Japanese language study.
Participants have the opportunity 1o explore various cultural and societal aspects of Kyoto and of Japan,
and will also take their initial steps as leamers of Japanese in a language class offered three times per
week. All other classes in this study course are taught in English. Those eligible may choose fo join either

[JEP-J (classes taughtin Japanese)] or  [JEP-E (classes taught in English)] . However, in principle, once
your application form has been submitted, you may not change your decision. IMPORTANT: Students
taking [JEP-E] classes may *only* register for classes inthe  [JEP-E] category.

All Exchange Studentswho wish to take  [JEP-J (Japanese)]  classes will take a Japanese Placement
Test during the Orientation Period after their amival in Japan. These students are basically offered any
classes available at the undergraduate or graduate level, as long as they meet the language
requirement (based on the results of the Japanese Placement Test) and are accepted by the Instructor.
Please note that even if one opts to take JEP-J classes, based on the results of the placement test it may
be deemed necessary to switch to  [JEP-E (English)] classes instead. Thank you very much for your
understanding.
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02. If you belong to the Faculty/Graduate Schoal of Letters from September, you cannot take ‘tsuunen’
classes (classes conducted over a two semester period)
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03. Regardless of the choice you have made, the classes that you can take at Ryukoku University are
based on the results of the Japanese Language Placement Test that you will be given shortly after your
amival at Ryukoku University.
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04. Those who select  [JEP-J (Japanese)] and would like to take elective classes taught in English, and
those who select [JEP-E (English)]lbut whose native language is not English must have a good command
of the English language. [Please check the Ryukoku University Guide for Exchange Students (Pg.3) for
deftails.]
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05. Students who wish to belong to a Graduate School at Ryukoku University must already have a
Bachelor's degree and belong to a Graduate School at their Home University.
