JEP Kyoto (Japanese Experience Program in Kyoto) is an experiential program for

international exchange students, which aims to expand Japanese skills gained during one’s
Japan study abroad experience. Through various experiences gained inside and outside the
classroom, the goal is for students to gain a wider understanding of Japan and their home
countiries, and to learn to express this understanding, as well as exchange and interact with
others, in the Japanese language. Furthermore, the upper levels aim to equip students with the

skills they need for research and employment.

Subjects> will be awarded a JEP Kyoto Completion Certificate.

Cautions Regarding Class Registration

(1) Class registration takes place each semester. Registration of 16 credits (or more) is
required in each semester.

(2) Students assigned to JEP 2 and 3 must register for a required total of 16 credits or
above per semester, Credits can be attained through registration of both JEP Kyoto
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subjects and Faculty/Graduate School subjects (taught in English). However, ALL JEP
Kyoto <Japanese Language Subjects> (11 Credits) are required.

(3) Students assigned to JEP 4 and higher may register for both subjects offered in JEP
Kyoto and by our Faculties and Graduate Schools for a required total of 16 credits or

above per semester.

Registration for Regular Faculty * Graduate School Subjects

(1) In order to register for Faculty/Graduate School subjects taught in Japanese, one must
have enough proficiency in the language to be able to follow the class. For this reason,
only students in JEP 4 — 6 are able to register for these classes. However, if possible,
please attend the first day of the classes you are considering, to gauge if you will be able
to keep up. You can then feel convinced of your own Japanese language ability, with
regards to those classes, before turning in your Class Registration Form.

(2) In principle, students in JEP 2 and JEP 3 may not register for Faculty/Graduate School
subjects taught in Japanese. However, they may choose from a list of Faculty/Graduate
School subjects taught in English (to be passed out separately).

(3) Please note that credit awarded for Faculty/Graduate School subjects does not count as

credit toward the JEP Kyoto Completion Certificate.

(4) If you would like to take Faculty/Graduate School subjects, it is necessary to submit a
“Registration Consultation Sheet for Faculty and Graduate School Subjects [fRE
ESBL L ATIRA -

Regarding Class Absences

(3) If you plan to be absent from class for a short period, please be in sure to get in touch
with the Class Coordinator either before or just after your absence to explain the

reason.

Exams and Criteria for Evaluation

Evaluation is entrusted to each instructor’s judgement with regards to end-of-semester
exams, in-class tests, homework assignments, reports, in-class participation, etc.. Specific
details are included in the syllabus for each class.
(1) Evaluation is based on a total of 100 points. Pass=60 points and above; Fail=59 points
and below
(2) Students who have been absent for 1/3 or more of the class forfeit their right to take

the final exam.

(3) Transcripts will reflect the passing scores of students according to the grade system
below. Transcripts will not include the scores of classes for which a passing grade was
not received.

(4) The grading system is as follows:

Caaution: Cheating on Exams and in Reports

(1) In the case of cheating during an exam, credit will not be awarded for any subjects
registered for in that semester. According to the level of cheating, additional disciplinary
action may be taken according to university regulations.

(2)Replication of existing documents (for example, duplication of material found on the
internet) in a student report (reports submitted as tests, as well as reports submitted as

class assignments) will render the submitted material as invalid, and in some cases credit
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will not be awarded. When referring to another individual’s work, the passage must be

cited and the source specified. Great care should be taken to avoid plagiarism.
